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Migration, labor migration, offenses in the area of
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The article examines the impact of migration proc-
esses on the development of the drug abuse situation
in the Krasnoyarsk Territory at present. The author
pays attention to the manifestation of ethnic crimi-
nality in the sphere of drug trafficking and proposes
some measures to improve the migration policy.

Undoubtedly, social and demographic proc-
esses have an influence on the criminological
situation in the region, including the field of
drug trafficking. At the beginning of the XXI cen-
tury there were new developments in the field
of migration in the region. The identification of
the main trends in the development of migra-
tion processes and related factors that influence
the drug abuse situation in the region is of in-
terest. In this regard, the aim of this paper is to
study new trends in migration in the Krasnoyarsk
Territory and to identify the factors that have a
negative impact on the development of the drug
abuse situation. The solution of the problem is
extremely important, not only in terms of sci-
ence and theory, but also in practice, because
it allows defining the strategic directions of im-
provement of the drug abuse situation and the
migration policy in the country and the region.

The Krasnoyarsk Territory is among the fast-
est growing regions. In the system of interna-
tional division of labor, it is a powerful complex
in such fields as fuel and energy, transport, min-

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ing, construction, timber industry, agro-industry,
housing. Such a situation objectively favors the
influx of migrant workers in the region. The spa-
tial position of the Krasnoyarsk Territory (the Ter-
ritory is the geographical center of the country)
and the developed transportation infrastructure
(rail, river, road and air transport) create oppor-
tunities for this.

The demographic situation in the region con-
tributes to the increased migration [Slavin, 2013,
P. 208-214]. According to the statistics for 2005-
2011, the number of the inhabitants of the region
decreased from 2925.3 thousand people in 2005
to 2829.1 thousand people in 2011, and the com-
position of the population has not changed: it is
dominated by the female population (53.4 %) and
by urban residents (76.4 %).

Since 2007, there has been a qualitative
change in migration: the migration outflow
changed into the considerable migration inflow,
which amounted to 866 people in 2007, 7967
people in 2011 and 3 793 people in 2012 [Total
results of migration...]. In 2012, in the Krasnoyarsk
Territory the number of arrivals totaled 102 529
people, the number of emigrants — 98 736 peo-
ple. Within the framework of the international
migration 6 314 people arrived, 1 250 people left,
so the migration gain was 5064 people. However,
the actual number of migrants exceeds the offi-
cial figures. In 2012 the Federal Migration Service
Directorate (FMSD hereinafter) of Russia in the
Krasnoyarsk Territory compiled 11 866 (thatis 5 %
above the absolute measure of previous year, fur-
ther AMPY) administrative reports on the identi-
fied violations of the migration legislation; 47 %
of them were compiled towards people staying
illegally in Russia.

According to the FMSD of Russia in the Kras-
noyarsk Territory, the priority goal of the entry of
foreigners is a job search. The interdepartmental
commission for recruitment and employment of
foreign workers in the region, which defines the
number of migrant workers necessary for the re-
gion, was formed to resolve the issues of migra-
tion and the search for a compromise between
the interests of employers, government and resi-
dents of the region by the Decree of the Governor
of the Krasnoyarsk Territory in 2010. Since then

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the practice of quotas of migrant labor has been
of particular interest. So, in 2010, the heads of
enterprises and organizations of the Krasnoyarsk
Territory applied for quoting of 51 000 migrant
workers and were allowed to employ 18 765
people. In 2011, these figures amounted to 74
thousand and 20 thousand people respectively.
In 2012, the employers expressed the need for
72 683 migrant workers, and received permission
to employ 17 922 people. Moreover, according
to the Federal Migration Service of Russia in the
Krasnovyarsk Territory, the actual quota of 18 thou-
sand workers was exhausted only by 80 %, which
was a sign of the excess of labor in the region.
Therefore, the government intended to decrease
the quota down to 15 448 migrants in 2013, al-
though the employers claimed the demand for
about 70 thousand people [The Krasnoyarsk Terri-
tory reduced...].

A deeper study of the issues related to the
filing of applications to increase the quota of
jobs through the labor of migrants found that
there are the cases of «resale» of received quo-
tas among employers in the emerging «shadow»
labor market. In addition, in order to increase
the quotas for cheap labor, a part of employers
underreport the size of the proposed salaries for
certain types of professions applying for quotas,
while explaining that the inhabitants of the re-
gion refuse to work in this area because of the
low wages. Such «gray technologies» lead to an
artificial increase in the number of migrants, pro-
mote the growth of unemployment among the
population of the region, thereby increasing the
risks of committing various offences, including
the field of drug trafficking [Zotov, 2013, p. 3].

The arrived migrants in 2012 were officially
issued 16 306 work permits, which was lower
than AMPY by 20 %. The basic number of mi-
grant workers who received work permits, are
employed in construction (7 288 people that is
44.7 %), the rest people are in the following fields:
manufacturing— 2 107 people (12.9 %), wholesale
and retail — 1 816 people (11, 1 %), mining—1 335
people (8.2 %), agriculture and forestry — 1 035
people (6.3 %), transport and communications —
946 people (5.8 %).

In 2012, 483 people from
China arrived in the region, 96 people left, so the
migration gain was 387 people. The main migra-
tion flow in the Krasnoyarsk Territory accounted
for CIS citizens. In 2012 5 478 people immigrated
to the region, 873 people left, so the migration
gain was 4605 people as follows: 23.3 % (1 059
people) fell within citizens of Tajikistan, 20.8 %
(968) — citizens of Azerbaijan, 16.5 % (763) —
citizens of Kyrgyzstan, 10.5 % (487) — citizens of
Kazakhstan, 9.6 % (449) — citizens of Ukraine,
19.3 % — other CIS countries [The socio-economic
situation..., 2013, p. 320-321].

The State Anti-Drug Committee classified the
countries of Central Asia as countries with drug
threat because there is the transit of traditional
drugs (especially heroin) carried out through their
territory from Afghanistan. Low incomes of popu-
lation in Central Asia promote an active involve-
ment of migrant workers into the ranks of drug
dealers with the subsequent formation of ethnic
drug groups organized on the principle of territo-
rial descent in the territory of Russia.

According to the Federal Migration Service
of Russia in the Krasnoyarsk Territory, the most
active growth in the number of migrants (apart
from Krasnoyarsk) is observed in Norilsk indus-
trial district where 5 176 migrants were registered
in 2012. In 2011-2012 the drug abuse situation
in Norilsk remained difficult. According to vari-
ous expert estimates, about 20,000 Azerbaijanis
(about 10 % of the population), up to 5000 Dag-
estani, who are involved mainly in the services
sector, wholesale and retail trade, live in Norilsk at
present. The number of patients with drug addic-
tion increased from 596.4 people in 2010to 613.6
peoplein 2011. In 2012 the number of registered
drug-related crimes increased up to 204.7 people
per 100 thousand people of population, AMPY
was 9.5 %. The rate of grave and especially grave
crimes increased to 84.3 % [The drug abuse situa-
tion..., 2013, p. 103-104].

Another problematic hearth negatively in-
fluencing the drug abuse situation in the region
can be Sharypovo and Sharypovo area where the
influx of migrant workers increased in connec-
tion with the construction of the third block of

in 2012). In 2011, the number of patients with
drug addiction was 239.5 people per 100 thou-
sand people of population [The drug abuse situ-
ation..., 2013, p. 92]. In 2012 the drug abuse
situation deteriorated considerably — 302.7 drug
crimes were registered per 100 thousand peo-
ple of population, AMPY was 15.4 %, the rate of
grave and especially grave crimes increased to
82.6 % [Drug crime..., 2013, p. 103-104 ].

Despite the fact that the ratio of the number
of the indicators for drug-related crimes and the
number of persons who committed them from
the number of citizens of other states and citizens
of CIS are low, but they have a significant impact
on the drug abuse situation in the country and the
Krasnoyarsk Territory with account of the degree
of their organization, the volume of drug seizures,
the scale, severity of criminal acts and their con-
sequences.

According to the estimates of the Office of
the Federal Drug Control Service of Russia in the
Krasnoyarsk Territory, the figures among the per-
sons arrested for drug offences in the Territory
for the period 2010-2012 are as follows: 2.4 %
are Azerbaijanis, 1.2 % are Tajiks. However, these
ethnic groups specialize in large wholesale supply
and marketing of drugs [Kilin, 2010, p. 81-85; Ki-
lin, 2012, p. 83-89]. The share of the total amount
of heroin and hashish seized in the region from
the members of Azerbaijani groups in this peri-
od on the averaged was, respectively, about 5.6
and 18.8 %, from the members of Tajik criminal
groups —about 29.4 and 11.1 %.

Unlike Tajiks, engaged primarily in wholesale
deliveries of heroin, Azerbaijanis usually carry out
go-between, small wholesale activities in market-
ing of this type of drug, including retail, and ac-
tively deliver drugs of cannabis (hashish and mari-
juana) from Central Asia and the Republic of Tyva.

According to the Federal Penitentiary Service
of Russia in the Krasnoyarsk Territory more than
800 foreigners convicted of drug trafficking, main-
ly from CIS countries, are currently serving a sen-
tence in regional prisons. After their release from
prison, many of them try to stay for permanent
residence in the Krasnoyarsk Territory to continue
criminal activity.

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Unfortunately, tourism development also
negatively affects the development of the drug
abuse situation in the region and promotes the
active importation and distribution of control-
led and uncontrolled psychoactive substances
in the region. According to the police, compared
with the previous year, the number of seizures of
synthetic drugs, imported through tourist routes
(primarily from China, Thailand) in 2013, exceed-
ed the figures of the previous year by more than
4 times.

Thus, undoubtedly, a preventive measure
to reduce the risks of the spread of ethnic drug-
related crime and narcomania is the implemen-
tation of a deliberate strategy and tactics in the
field of migration legislation and control of labor
migration, reducing the degree of its latency. It is
necessary to eliminate the visa-free entry using
migration cards and the simplified procedure for
crossing the state border for citizens from coun-
tries of Central Asia, and to permit to enter Russia
only with foreign passports, to establish personi-
fied registration of persons crossing the border in
the near future.

In order to improve the drug abuse situation,
it is necessary to strengthen the control over the
organizations and enterprises using foreign la-
bor, provide ongoing interaction between FMS of
Russia in the Krasnoyarsk Territory and other law
enforcement agencies working with foreigners. It
is advisable to increase the level of inter-agency
cooperation between law enforcement agencies
of the region to terminate illegal migration and
combat ethnic crime.

In order to prevent the importation of
synthetic drugs, it is necessary to develop pre-
ventive information measures and determine
the mechanism of interaction with travel firms
and companies to work with citizens travelling
abroad, especially around the countries of the
East Asian region.
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
