MODERN THEORETICAL AND PRACTICAL APPROACHES
TO THE IMPLEMENTATION OF PROBATION (STUDY OF FOREIGN EXPERIENCE)

Summary. The article outlines the grounds for distinguishing approaches to the implementation of proba-
tion, which include both the quintessence of probation relations and key practical schemes of its implementation
with varying degrees of restorative, restorative, mediation, reintegration and other technologies. The article
substantiates the expediency of referring to the relevant foreign experience, which is the object of close attention
of researchers, the public and law enforcers.

A number of approaches to the implementation of probation are examined in a sequential manner. Relevant
positive aspects and criticisms are presented. The model that sees probation as an integral part of criminal justice
draws attention to the close link between probation and rehabilitative programmes. The approach that identifies
probation with restorative justice (the «umbrella concepty) is exposed and the institutionalisation of the probation
service, which is the main actor in the implementation of restorative justice, is highlighted. A «flexible» concept
of probation or otherwise the community punishment model, within which a high degree of strategic inter-agency
cooperation, as well as rehabilitative, reparative and restorative dialogue with the public and the local community
are found, is thoroughly analysed. The experience of the Wroclaw cascade model is presented, which is character-
ised by the consistency and complementarity of probation procedures for the implementation of not only reintegration
and restorative tasks, but also mediation and juvenile procedures.
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It is concluded that the obtained theoretical results contribute to the solution of difficult issues of modern
probation relations.
