Annotation

Obviously, there is the problem of the objective assessment of the psychological gender
of women practicing martial arts in sports practice. The aim of the authors' studies was to analyze
the data between the objective and subjective assessments of the athletes of their psychological
gender. Significant (p<0.001) discrepancies were found in the results of the objective and inde-
pendent assessment of the psychological gender among the athletes. A significant (p<0.01) in-
crease of the athletes’ number with predominance of the masculine psychological traits after the
age of 24 years was found.
